"THE BAGEL SHOPPE" ISSUES A VOLUNTARY RECALL 

  

South Euclid, Ohio (Sept. 27, 2019) - The Bagel Shoppe in South Euclid, Ohio is 
voluntarily recalling the following bakery items due to an undeclared wheat allergen: 

• Large Plain Challah (1lb. unit in a bag) 

• Egg Rolls (6 rolls in a bag) 

• Rye-Plain (1lb. loaf bread in a bag) 

• Marble Rye (1lb loaf bread in a bag) 

• Bagels (4 assorted bagels in a bag) 

• Fruit Danish (2 units on a plastic wrap tray) 

• Fancy Cookie (10-12 units in a clam shell) 

• Mini Chip Cookies (12 units in a clam shell) 

• Chip Cookie (6 units in a clam shell) 

• Oatmeal Raisin (12 units in a clam shell) 

• Chocolate Roll (3 units in a clam shell) 

• Mocha Roll (3 units in a clam shell) 

• Jelly Roll (3 units in a clam shell) 

• Cupcake (6 units in a clam shell) 

• Honey Cake (1 unit in a clam shell) 

• Blondie (1 unit in a clam shell) 

• High Hats (2 units in a clam shell) 

• Smiley Cookie (2 units on a plastic wrap tray) 



• Chocolate Cake (1 unit in a clam shell) 

• White Cake (1 unit in a clam shell) 

• Rugelach (10-12 units in a clam shell) 

This recall has been initiated due to the ingredient label not stating “wheat.” 

Products were available for sale from 9/22/2019-9/27/2019 at Heinen’s Grocery Store, 
2180 South Green Road, University Heights, Ohio and Marc’s Stores, 4519 Mayfield 
Road, South Euclid, Ohio. 

The issue was discovered during a routine inspection conducted by the Ohio 
Department of Agriculture. There have been no reports of illness involving products 
addressed in this recall, however, people who have an allergy or severe sensitivity to 
wheat are at risk of a serious or life-threatening allergic reaction if they consume this 
product. Individuals exhibiting signs or symptoms of an allergic reaction should contact 
a physician immediately. 

Customers with a wheat allergy or sensitivity who have purchased the affected product 
should dispose of it or return it to The Bagel Shoppe for a replacement.
