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Did your new baby not pass the second
hearing screening at the hospital? :SCHEDUUNG

Normally, babies who did not pass the second hearing screening
at the hospital should schedule additional testing with an
audiologist within two to four weeks or up to three months
after discharge from the hospital. The hospital can assist with
scheduling or you can make the appointment by using the
pediatric audiology services directory located at
