All allergens are properly declared, and no illness have been reported.

The problem was discovered when cases were opened to put our for retail sale, and the label on
the retail package did not match the label and description of the master case. Subsequent
investigation indicates the problem was caused during the packaging process. The incorrect labels
were applied to the product causing the product to be mislabeled.

Consumers who have purchased Uncooked Sweet Potato Crusted Alaska Pollack Nugget 1 oz.-
code CT871 should return the product to the store that they purchased the product for a full
refund.
