e There are new FDA regulations and rules regarding nicotine. Bills have been introduced
Senator Charleta Tavares that seeks to ban smoking in cars transporting minors.
A bill to establish minimal pricing for cigarettes was also introduced.
e A collaborative bill that will mandate cessation coverage in all insurance plans
was introduced.

e American Cancer Society is continuing the messaging about the tolls of tobacco use

in Ohio.

e Tobacco 21 was introduced in Worthington, Yellow Springs, Akron and Westerville -
will have a vote on Tobacco 21 soon. We are working with Grove City, as well as the
rest of Ohio to push Tobacco 21.
